Checklist for Literary Analysis
____
The paper is more than a summary of the plot.
_____
The writing makes a key point (or points) relating to the work’s theme, language, character development, style, or significance in light of important values or social issues.
_____
Each major point is supported by direct references to the work itself and/or by quotations from that work.
_____
In addition, the writer may quote professional writings that include commentary on this same work.
_____
The writer may also connect this work to his or her personal experience, or research, agreeing or disagreeing with the author’s major themes or points of view.
_____
As appropriate, the writer shares personal responses the work, but these do not take the place of commentary on theme, character, style, language, or social significance. 

_____
The writer may enrich the analysis by comparing this work to another by the same author or to a similar work by a different author.
_____
The analysis may also be enriched through comments on the author’s effectiveness as a writer: e.g., providing examples of the author’s voice, word choice, sentence fluency, use of detail, or organizational approach. 
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
