Checklist for Narrative Writing 
_____
This piece is a story, not a list of events. It as a purpose and direction; there is a reason for the telling.
_____
At the center of the writing is a problem to be solved, a conflict to be resolved, or a burning question to answer.

_____
The main character in the piece (who might be the writer) grows, changes, or learns something as the story unfolds.
_____
There is a turning point: a point of change, discovery, or maximum conflict. 
_____
A strong lead sets up the story and gets the reader engaged.
_____
Events unfold in a natural, but always predictable way.
_____
Characters are real, not cardboard cutouts. They have feelings, emotions, and motivations. They do things for a reason.
_____
Dialogue, if used, sounds authentic, like real people talking. It has a purpose: to reveal character, advance the action, or influence the mood of the story.
_____
The ending (resolution) ties up the story in a satisfying way. It may offer a surprise and may look ahead o what’s coming next—or tell something a character has learned. 
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
